CENTRAL MAINE USBC TOURNAMENT RULES

1
Only members of the Central Maine USBC with an established average in a league are eligible to bowl in this tournament.  All USBC Rules will apply.  The Tournament Director will decide any questions not covered by these rules. 

2 Handicaps shall be 100% of 240.  Tournament consists of scratch and handicap events, including all events with equal prize distribution.  All prize fees will be returned 100% in each event.  Ratio of prizes shall be 1 – 10 for teams, doubles, and singles and 1 – 15 ratio for all events.  

3 
Entrants must use their highest average in the USBC summer or winter. 

(a) From the previous season provided 21 games have been bowled.

(b) If no average from previous year, use average as of Jan 1st with 21 games or more.

(c) All others will bowl scratch.

(d) Rules 319a,319b and319c, 319d, 319e (average adjustment) will not apply
4   Winner of All-Event scratch will be Tournament Champion. Tournament Champion will receive an award. CMUSBC will reimburse entry fee to next State Open Tournament for All-Event winners (scratch and handicap) in this tournament upon proof of entry to the State Tournament.             
5 All events will be an optional $5.00 fee.  Ratio 1 in 15
6 Any entrant qualifying for both scratch and handicap awards will be awarded the prize of the greater value unless the prizes are of equal value upon which the entrant will be awarded the scratch prize.

7  A team consists of four (4) persons.
8  Participation:                                                                                                                                                                         a) Unlimited entry is allowed in the team and doubles events subject to:  i) No more than two players can compete on the same team more than once.  ii) Doubles entrants cannot bowl more than once with the same partner. iii) Only one entry to singles.                                                                                                                                         b) An entrant bowling more than once in the team and doubles event must count their first score towards the All-Events score.                                                                                                                                                                            c) Re-entry in the same team and doubles event will be allowed on a space available basis.  The re-entry request must be submitted at least 30 minutes before the scheduled squad time.                                                                     d) Scheduling on same lanes may not be avoidable on any entries.                                                                                           e) No more than 6 players will be scheduled on a lane for doubles and singles.

f) Youth bowlers shall be allowed to enter into the singles events only.  Permission forms must be completed and signed by a parent or guardian.  Any prize monies won by the youth bowler shall be issued in the form of a scholarship and deposited in the bowlers name with SMART.

9  If one of the bowlers is late for doubles, the entrant present will bowl his singles first.  If his partner has not arrived by the time the singles event is finished and a substitute is not available, he will be permitted to bowl his games in the doubles event in order to qualify for ALL EVENTS.

10 A bowler who arrives late may enter a game in progress taking a “0” for the frames missed.  Substitutions will be allowed.  No pacers will be allowed.
11 NO REFUNDS ON ENTRY FEES.  CLOSING DATE FOR ENTRIES:  1) Mailed entries deadline is January 27th to the tournament manager.  2) Hand delivered entries will be accepted until the last event on February 3rd on a space available basis and if time allows.  A FEE OF $20.00 PLUS BANK CHARGES WILL BE CHARGED ON ALL RETURNED CHECKS.

12 Should there be a tie for first place in any event.  The prize money for first and second shall be combined and divided equally.  If a tie exists for Tournament Champion the person with the highest singles series scratch will be declared Tournament Champion.
13 The tournament manager reserves the right to have each bowler’s equipment checked for compliance with the USBC rules.  If any bowling equipment is determined to be non-compliant, the result shall be automatic disqualification and the forfeiture of all entry and prize fees as well as any possible prizes won.

14 All protests must be made in writing to the Tournament Manager within 72 hours after the tournament ends.  Decisions of the Tournament Director will be final.

15 Teams and individuals must check in 30 minutes prior to schedule bowling time 
16   The entrants whose names appear and/or their authorized replacements hereby agree that the CMUSBC officers and agents shall be liable only to the extent of returning fees if and when these entrants shall be prevented from bowling in the tournament through delay, unexpected yet necessary schedule changes, or premature termination of the tournament, which may be brought about by war, national emergency or emergencies of cases related thereto or resulting there from---fires, strikes, lockout, labor difficulties or other causes beyond the control of CMUSBC.

17  Tournament Dress: Bowlers are required to wear: a collared or mock collared shirt, dress slacks, jeans (clean with no holes) Capri’s, shorts/skorts/skirts (hem must sit at or below the bowler’s fingertips with arms relaxed at their sides) or bowling apparel.  Team T-Shirts are permitted (with no offensive materials displayed). Prohibited items are but not limited to: sweatpants, yoga pants, tank tops, halter tops, and bare midriffs.  Headgear permitted if in good taste.  Participants deemed in violation will not be allowed to bowl.  Determination will rest with the Tournament Manager.  
18 The team captains are responsible for the conduct of their team members.  Courtesy and respect to fellow bowlers is expected.
